No cost GED and English Literacy classes

Adult computer literacy classes. Tues 9-10am.

Adult literacy classes

Head Start is a free education program for eligible children from birth to age 5 that provides learning and 
development services at no cost to qualifying families.

Program that provides tutoring, IEP advocacy and consulting primarily for special education and/or 
struggling students. Includes tutoring for technical & college students as well as those studying for the GED, 
GRE, etc.

Free tutoring services to children from grades K-12. We also tutor adults seeking to improve their literacy 
skills.

Columbia Cty Special Needs 
Preschool

Free to eligible families in Col Cty. Early intervention screening & evalutions for services in areas of 
development including self-help, language development, social/motor/cognitive skills that provides home-
based, community based and/or school based services related to the specific needs 

GED classes. Classes are free, $25 for the assessment test.

Free, flexible, and self-paced GED tutoring open to the public on Mon/Wed, 9am-12. Tutors are able to 
accommodate students exactly where they are in life (i.e. struggling with disability, unstable home 
environments, etc.)

Free after school (2-6pm) reading remediation for children 4-9 years old that are behind in reading.

An inclusive homeschool education center for grades K - 5 in the CSRA focusing on multi sensory education, 
life skills as well as social skills. They also provide tutoring and clubs for all ages. 
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
